GUIDELINES FOR PULPIT SUPPLY
List for Approved Pulpit Supply

The Committee on Ministry will provide an updated pulpit supply list on the Presbytery website (www.lackawannapresby.org) to assist each Session in securing worship leadership when there is a pastoral absence or vacancy. All individuals on this list have been approved on the grounds of theology and practice, and many are clergy members of the Presbytery. They have had background checks to ensure proper ethical conduct.
Substitute preachers who are not clergy or members of the Presbyterian Church (USA) should not be utilized for more than three Sundays in a calendar year. Any exceptions must be cleared through the Committee on Ministry. 
Remuneration

The Session will meet or exceed the minimum standards of remuneration for pulpit supply. Currently, the minimum rate for pulpit supply in churches with 100 or fewer members is $75 plus mileage at the current IRS rate. For churches with more than 100 members, the minimum rate for pulpit supply is $100 plus mileage at the current IRS rate. 
Exceptions to these minimums will not be granted. If a congregation cannot meet these minimums, the Session will consult with the Committee on Ministry about the continuing viability of the congregation.

Ongoing Pastoral Relationships

In the best of circumstances, every Presbyterian Church (USA) congregation should have a Presbyterian Church (USA) preacher. When the pulpit is declared vacant, the Session shall consult with the Committee on Ministry about ministerial options and local needs. 
If a church cannot call a full-time or part-time pastor, the Committee on Ministry may allow a Session to pursue a temporary supply relationship with an individual. The temporary supply relationship must be approved by the Committee on Ministry. It is preferable that the temporary supply relationship be pursued with one of the following: 
· Presbyterian Church (USA) minister 

· Retired Presbyterian Church (USA) minister
· Elder who has been trained as a Commissioned Lay Pastor in the Presbyterian Church (USA)
· Clergy from denominations in full communion with the Presbyterian Church (USA) (currently the United Church of Christ, Evangelical Lutheran Church in America, Reformed Church of America). 

· Clergy from the United Methodist Church, American Baptist Church, or Moravian Church, who are in good standing and have the permission of their denominations.
Ongoing Relationships with Clergy Outside the Presbyterian Church (USA)

If a Presbyterian Church (USA) Session can demonstrate that (a) they have unsuccessfully sought leadership from the above categories and that (b) they have a vital and viable ministry, they may petition the Committee on Ministry to pursue a temporary supply relationship with a minister or trained lay preacher of another denomination. 

Clergy from denominations not in communion with the Presbyterian Church (USA) will be considered only after a Committee on Ministry interview, theological examination, and decision. The Committee on Ministry reserves the right to assign reading or require additional preparation as it deems fit. In this regard, it may consult with the Committee on Preparation for Ministry.

Any temporary supply relationship of this kind shall be limited to one year. It can be renewed by the Committee on Ministry only upon the recommendation of the Session’s moderator, the Committee on Ministry’s liaison to the church, and the General Presbyter. Under no circumstances shall these individuals moderate the Session or preside over the sacraments.
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
